Article 1: Name:

The name of the Society shall be “HUMAN RIGHTS FOUNDATICINS “(HRF);

Article 2 : Membership:

HUMAN RIGHTS FOUNDATIONS ( HRF ) shall be a membership organization,

Membership shall be available to all people (not below 18 years of age) irrespective of
their caste, creed, community, religion or region and they shall be governed by the
various piovisions of ‘membership’ as stated in the Ruies & Regulations of the Society;

The following shall be the different categories of membership :

A) Founder members;
B) Ordinary members;
C) Hororary Members;
L) worporate liembers;

2.1 Definition of Members :

A) Founder Members :

Those mentioned in the Art. 7 of the Memorandum of Associution of the Society shall
be the founder members. They shall be the life-time members of the Society with
voting rights;

B)  Ordinary Members:

Any person who wishes to become a member shall agree to work for the objectives
and shall agree to abide by the Rules and Regulations of the Society and having paid
his/her membership fee shall be admitted as Ordinary member with voting rights.

) Honorary Members :

Auy person agreeing to abide by the Rules and Regulations of Society and who
has rendered distingnished services to soclety or is eminent as a scholar or has rendered
exceptional support to the cause of HRF shall become the Honorary member without

voting rights;
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
